3. Students must have a demonstrated ability to function effectively in a cross-cultural environment and to uphold a positive image of their home university or country of origin.
4. Complete a contract form once you are admitted to the program which includes all rules, regulations and requirements.
What is provided?
WISE Abroad will make the following arrangements:

1. Cross-cultural orientation to customs, society, and government of the host country prior to participants' departure.
2. Welcome reception at airport and group ground transfers from airport to living location if arrival occurs on program date within the host country.
3. Orientation session upon arrival.
4. College tuition and living accommodations with a host family, dorm or apartment for the duration of the program.
5. Frequent contact with country manager and campus international student admissions officers during the program.
6. Group activities upon arrival in the host country and optional weekend excursions.

7. Basic Health Insurance.
8. Assistance with credit transfer from academic institution
