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               WISE Work and Travel USA Application

The application below is only to be used by students who are intent on applying for a program and completing the application process. 
Eligibility:

1. Be between 18 and 30 years old, in accordance to WISE Abroad rules.

2. Be registered as a full-time student at an accredited university or other state-recognized institution of post-secondary education. The degree/diploma course that you are registered for must be at least 2 years in duration. Students pursuing  post-graduate courses, such as masters courses, are also eligible, but these degrees must be no greater than two years in duration. High school graduates are not eligible.

3. Be skillful enough in the English language to adequately communicate in an English-speaking work environment. Program candidates will be assessed for intermediate/advanced English level skills.  We recommend you have your college or certified English instructor complete the English Proficiency and Reference section of the application form and/or submit scores from an accredited English test: TOEFL, TOEIC, Cambridge English Exam (First, Advanced, Proficiency).

4. Be interviewed by a WISE Abroad staff member or partner in person.
5. Have a minimum of $500 (US dollars) available in order to support yourself upon arriving the USA. 
What is provided?
WISE Abroad will make the following arrangements:

· Arrange a job and housing for you, and provide details on finding employment and lodging in the US. 

· The DS-2019 certificate of eligibility required to apply for the J-1 visa, which authorizes participants to work legally in  the US.  

· Comprehensive insurance coverage as required by the US Government (program fee covers 12 weeks of insurance, although students may purchase additional insurance for longer stays). 

· Pre-departure and post-arrival orientations that cover practical information about living and working in the US. 

· Support and emergency assistance from WISE Abroad's Texas office throughout the participant's stay in the US.

· A participant handbook.

· A current resume:  Please include brief details of any relevant previous work experiences, name of employers, and time spent in each job.  Resumes are often required by employers. 

· The Recommendation Form from an advisor, faculty or employer.
· The Signature Form  or proof that student is enrolled at the University.
